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This is the female part of 
the flower. The female sex 
cells are contained in the 

ovules.

These are often brightly 
coloured to attract insects 

for pollination.

These small leaf-like 
parts protect the flower 

inside the bud.

This is the male part of 
the flower. It contains 
pollen grains which 

produce male sex cells.
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
